English Speaking & Listening
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English is the primary language of international medical communication, and nurses need good English
speaking and listening skills in order to function effectively in any environment where they encounter
English-speaking patients and English—speaking healthcare professionals, whether inside or outside Japan.
English Speaking and Listening (ESL) is a course focused on developing these communication skills through
active engagement with Internet—-based materials relating to a wide range of topics in health and nursing.
There will be a heavy focus on active learning through group discussions, oral presentations, and
engagement with multimedia online resources, so active participation in class is a must. Classes will be
conducted entirely in English so as to maximize exposure to the target language.
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From video-based listening tasks coupled with multimedia online resources (Flipgrid, Nearpod, Line
OpenChat, Quizlet, Padlet, WebClass etc.) pair or group discussion tasks, vocabulary—-building activities, and
the preparation and delivery of short English speeches, students will become capable of communicating
effectively in professional contexts with English speakers, both native and nonnative, both abroad and in
Japan.
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At the end of the course students will be able to:
. apply appropriate strategies to improve listening and speaking.
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. focus more on meaning/content, and less on structure/ form.

. use a wide range of vocabulary related to health and medical topics.

. express opinions on a range of health and medical topics through active learning.

. deliver short presentations to an audience without reading from a script.

. work together to discuss questions in pairs, groups or through online video response technology.

Pre/post class preparation will require an average of 30~60 minutes per week depending on content as
instructed by your teacher. Content, pre/post self-study materials will be available via source URLs, QR
codes or on WebClass and other online education platforms for students to freely access (Flipgrid, Quizlet,
Nearpod, Padlet etc.).
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Depending on your teacher, answers and feedback on assignments and review unit tests will be given in
the following lesson.
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Smartphones and other multimedia devices are acceptable to use when related to lesson content for
active participation and collaboration. However, using these devices must first be approved by your
teacher. Any other usage of electronic devices for personal use is completely unacceptable and prohibited.
