- FELH (BERES)

This course consists of two separate halves taught by different teachers. All students will take both
halves of the course. Although the order in which they are taken will depend on which class students are
in (C1 or C2), the content and lesson materials will be the same.

1. Ry TREHE

This course will begin with a focus on the reading of medical texts: short case summaries and authentic
medical research paper abstracts. Students will learn how to identify the underlying structure and key
information in texts without translating them into Japanese. In the latter half of the course the focus will
be on doctor—patient interviews: the structure of an interview, and the appropriate language to use with
patients. Classes will be conducted in English so as to maximize exposure to the target language.
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1. Ry TREHEE

Through interactive classroom activities, students will become able to apply knowledge of English medical
terminology to the reading of specialist medical texts, and understand the structure and content of patient
interviews.
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1. Ry TREHEE
(1) To identify and understand the meaning of key medical terms in written and spoken texts.
(2) To construct medical terms on the basis of knowledge of word roots, prefixes, and suffixes.
(3) To apply a systematic approach to the reading of case reports and research article abstracts.
(4) To understand the structure and content of doctor—patient interviews.
(5) To understand when it is and is not appropriate to use specialist terminology.

Final exam : 70%. In—class test : 20%. Attitude/ Performance in class : 10%
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General:

- Students will be divided into class D1 and D2 based on final scores in 2nd-year English (EEZZE3E A FH).
- The two halves of the course each count for 50%. Each student’s final score will be the average for the
two halves.

1. IRy TRAEHZ

(1) We will continue to use the same textbook as in 2nd-year EZ 2 EE A F5. Students who did not take
that course should purchase a textbook before the beginning of the course.

(2) Students who did not take E=ZEEE A P9 last year will be assigned to class D2 unless they request
otherwise.

(3) It is recommended that students who did not take EE 2552 APq last year study at least chapters 1
and 2 of the textbook before the beginning of the course.

(4) All students will find it useful to review chapters 1-4 of the textbook before the course begins, and
will be required to devote approximately 1-2 hours each week to the completion of homework
assignments. Students who do not do so will find it extremely difficult to pass.
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
